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A few years ago, Lloyd Osborn and I had the privilege of going to Uganda to look at building a 
church and a Bible College for deaf people.  In Kampala, I met up with Neville Muir, the direc-
tor of Deaf Ministries International, to look at a potential site for the buildings.  The result of 
that trip was a new church building for them, as well as the foundation for the Bible College.   

While I was there, I heard another 
story about how every morning 
certain deaf people circulate the 
town squares across Uganda look-
ing for abandoned babies.  It turns 
out that when a baby is discovered 

to be deaf, (or “broken”), they are left in the town square.  The deaf people know 
this and frequent the town squares to rescue these little ones and take them in. 

When I returned home, I shared this situation in conversation and several peo-
ple decided to get involved in a Deaf orphanage project. 

One family made a decision that for 
Christmas they would forgo giving 
each other gifts and give towards an 
Orphanage/School. Another individ-
ual matched their grant, and this  
project began. 

Because we were shipping containers to build the 
Deaf Church, we were able to put various parts for this orphanage in the extra space.  Most of 
the building made it, and was kept ready to assemble.   

This spring, TSI Superintendent Larry Zaugg, Jim Mork, and TSI Board member Ken Brunk, 
went to Kampala. In 
three weeks they 
worked hard to weld 
the frame/trusses, pour 
concrete, and erect the 
building using TSI’s 
wall panel system. 

In October the interior walls and other items will 
be unloaded from another container we shipped for 
Blessings for Obedience and New Hope Uganda.   

The money it took to build this facility is still lacking $5,500 for completion, and the right team 
to go and finish it.  What an opportunity to help!  Are you called to get involved? Please feel 
free to call me personally.
