Tech Serve has developed a
building system that allows
us to bring everything need-
ed to a jobsite. This is ac-
complished by putting every-
thing needed into a shipping
container. The planning be-
gins well ahead of time
where TSI works to design a
suitable structure. From
there the building is ordered
and containerized along with
everything needed to com-
plete the building project.
The container is shipped to
the jobsite location thou-
sands of miles away. This sys-
tem allows the building crew
to show up onsite and go to
work with everything needed
to accomplish the project.
This system works well in lo-
cations with no existing infra-
structure or available materi-
als, or in high cost environ-
ments.

Over the years Tech Serve
has shipped dozens of con-
tainers with dozens of build-
ings, from hospitals, to
homes, to orphanages. If you
